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The EAS-project was launched during the EYES-year 2004, The European Year of Education through sport. The project was very successful and had more than 20 European countries participating. Now we are continuing the good work done and invite former participants as well as newcomers to our 3rd conference.
The idea is to create a European cooperation network between actors related both with sports and with education. This network is meant to support athletes who want to combine high performance sports with studies up at an academic level. Through a well planned and supported study program the athletes can have a better secured future when their sporting career is over. Educational institutions have a very important role to play here.

Since the conferences in Darmstadt (GER) and Oulu (FIN) in 2004 a great deal has been done to find ways to organize a stable network for the future. During the conference possible solutions will be presented, but every one is welcome to contribute to the final construction of the network. Our aim is to have a permanent organization for the network when we close the conference on May 7th.

The conference venue will be Dalarna University (sw. Högskolan Dalarna) at its campus in Falun. The city of Falun is situated 200 km northwest of Stockholm-Arlanda Airport with excellent train connections from the railway station directly under the airport. For participants arriving at the Stockholm airports late Thursday a minibus shuttle will be organised. A shuttle is also organised from Falun central train station. The conference will start late Friday afternoon and close Sunday after lunch. For those arriving Thursday evening an optional program is organised before the conference starts. The university building is situated adjacent to the big sports facilities of Falun including Sweden’s national Nordic ski stadium. The accommodation will be at the Scandic Hotel, 100 meters from the main entrance of the university building. 

Although well sponsored, we will have to take a participation fee of 1900 SEK/200 Euros. The fee covers everything during the conference including 2 nights of accommodation at the Scandic Hotel and full board. If you want to arrive on May 4th and/or leave on May 8th you pay directly to the hotel. Accommodation for one night, incl. breakfast is then 820 SEK/about 88 Euros.

Applications will be processed in the order which they are received. However, we will try to make sure that as many countries as possible are represented.
